---Constitution---

Article 1

Name, Organization, Purpose

Section A) This organization shall be known as Bethlehem Football Booster Club, Inc. It shall be referred to, hereafter, as the “BC Eagles Gridiron Club.”  It shall consist of parents of players who express a genuine interest in the support and promotion of Bethlehem Central High School Football.

Section B)     The purposes of the Gridiron Club are:
1) To inspire the student body of Bethlehem Central High School, the Varsity, Junior Varsity, Freshman, and Modified football teams in particular, to practice the ideals of sportsmanship, citizenship, and good character through the medium of sports in general and football in particular.

2) To bring team members, parents of the program, in sharing a common interest in sportsmanship, scholarship, and fellowship through the football program at Bethlehem Central High School

3) To encourage the team members and the student body through the example of citizenship, good behavior, leadership and cooperation demonstrated by members of the BC Eagles Gridiron Club on and off the playing areas. 

4) To assure the best interests of all Bethlehem Central Football players remain foremost at all times.  

Article 2
Meetings

Section A) A meeting of the General Membership of the Gridiron Club will be held during the second Tuesday of every month starting in January of each year.  

Section B) The meeting of the Executive Committee of the Gridiron Club will be held during the second Tuesday of every month starting in January of each year.  This meeting will take place thirty minutes prior to the meeting of the General Membership. 
Section C) Regular Executive Committee meetings shall commence during the month of February to formulate plans and actions for the new season.  A schedule of meetings will be determined by the members of the Executive Committee.  
Article 3 
Section A) The Gridiron Club shall be governed by an Executive Committee. The Committee will consist of five members, including the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, one at large member and the Head Football Coach.  These positions with the exception of the head football coach will be selected by a majority vote of the General Membership during one of the first two meetings of each year.  

Section B) The Executive Committee shall have the power to make and enforce all rules and programs which are necessary to carry out the purpose of the Gridiron Club.  

Section C) Each member of the Executive Committee shall have one vote. The head football coach will be a non-voting member of the Executive Committee.    

Section D) The term of office for all Executive Committee members will expire on December 31st of each year.  
Article 4
Officers and Duties

Section A) The government of the Gridiron Club shall be vested in the Executive Committee

Section B) President:  Shall call meetings and be the presiding officer; shall be an ex-officio member of all committees; shall oversee the execution of all decisions of the Executive Committee.  The President shall be empowered to take interim action, not in conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws, which is deemed necessary to affect the purpose and ideals of the organization.  Such action will be reported at the next Executive Committee meeting.  

Section C) Vice President:  In the Absence of the President or, at the direction of the President, a Vice President shall possess all the powers and shall perform all the duties of the President.  

Section D) Secretary: Shall chair the membership committee and shall be responsible for preparing and e-mailing all meeting notices to the membership or Executive Committee; shall be responsible for recording the minutes of  all business conducted at both the Executive Committee and General Membership meetings.  Such minutes shall be recorded in notebooks and maintained concurrently as a permanent record.  The Secretary will provide an Executive summary of each meeting to be posted on the team webpage.  The Secretary shall act as custodian of all Gridiron records, files, such as the Constitution and Bylaws, Rules and Regulations and financial books and statements; shall preside at meetings in the absence of the President and Vice President.

Section E) Treasurer:  Shall be responsible for receiving all Gridiron monies, make expenditures when necessary and maintain a voucher record of all transactions.  The treasurer shall render a report at each General Membership meeting.  The treasurer should also prepare an official statement prior to the election of a successor at the start of a new year; shall preside at meeting in the absence of the other officers.  

Article 5

Contributions 
Section A) Contributions to the team shall be open to parents of current BC Football Players who express an interest in the club consistent with the purpose of the organization.  

Section B) There shall be three classes of contribution:  Champions-$75  Touchdown-$50 

1st Down-$25.  These contributions are not mandatory dues for membership to the Gridiron Club.

Article 6
Amendments

This constitution and the Bylaws may be amended by the Executive Committee at any meeting provided the following conditions are met:
Section A) All Executive committee members must be notified in writing or by electronic mail within 72 hours of the proposed amendment and the time and location of the vote.  

Section B) Amendments to be voted upon must be presented in written form for discussion at least one meeting in advance of the voting action.  

Section C) A two-thirds vote of the total Executive Committee membership must be attained.  

---Bylaws---

Article 1

Meetings-Quorum

Section A) A quorum shall be required at Executive Committee meetings.  Fifty percent of the voting membership, plus one, shall constitute a quorum at Executive Committee meetings.  

Section B) A majority of those present shall be necessary to pass on any motion or resolution at an Executive Committee meeting.  

Section C) No quorum shall be required at General Membership meetings.  
Article 2
Committees

Section A) The Executive Committee shall have the power to appoint the following standing committees:

1) Membership

2) Gold Cards

3) Football Camps

4) Sr. Night

5) Press Box Coordinator

6) Team Pictures

7) Varsity Team Rep.

8) JV Team Rep.

9) Frosh Team Rep.

10) Modified Team Rep.

11) Lifting Meet Coordinator

12) Pre-game Meals

13) BC Apparel

14) Team Photographer for Web Page
15) Media Guide/Program

16) Banquet

17) Start Up Picnic

18) Chain Crew

19) Concession Stand

20) Varsity Home Game Coordinator

Section B) The Executive Committee shall have the power to appoint additional committees deemed necessary in furthering any studies, proposals, programs, recommendations, or decisions effected by the Executive Committee.  
Article 3

Executive Committee-Additional Powers

The Executive Committee shall have the power to act decisively in any situation not covered by the constitution or Bylaws. 

Article 4

Gridiron Funds
Section A) The treasurer shall establish a checking account and an interest bearing savings account, in the BC Eagles Gridiron Club name, in a bank insured by a Federal Corporation.  

Section B) These accounts shall be established so as to require the signature of the Treasurer or President of the Gridiron Club for the withdrawals to be valid.  

Section C) The Executive Committee shall be empowered to make expenditures in conjunction with Gridiron activities, not to exceed $1000 for any one expenditure.  

Section D) Any Gridiron expenditure exceeding $1000 must have prior approval of the General Membership.  
Article 8

Roberts Rules of Order

All meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Roberts Rules of Order, Revised.
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
